"Foundations for Faith" 

God's Word establishes specific truths that shape and build our foundation for living by faith. When we begin 

to walk by faith, it is important that you know that God loves us and that He has forgiven us, cleansed us from 

sin and has placed us in fellowship with Himself through our accepting Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior. Jesus 

Christ, who knew no sin, became sin for us, so that we could become righteous (be in right standing with God).  

This foundation stone is called "The Great Exchange".  Having a firm and sure foundation will allow God to 

help guide us into many other truths that will help you grow up spiritually.
